Transparency 4.1A: Causes of War

What do you see?  

What do the different colors on the map represent?  

· Orange represents the triple alliance

· Brown represents the Triple Entente’

· Green represents the neutral countries before the war

Who is allied to whom?  
· Triple Entente: Great Britain, France Russia

· Triple Alliance: Germany, Italy, Austria-Hungary

Why might these countries make Alliances?  

· Aren’t strong enough to defend off invaders by themselves

· To keep from being isolated and alone

· Collective security would deter any one from attacking a country who’s a member of an alliance b/c all the members would aid in their defense

Which counties might have the greatest need to join an alliance? 

· France & Germany b/c there are in the middle of Europe and have border countries on each side.

Which countries might have the least need to join an alliance?   

· Great Britain is an island and its surrounding waters protect it from invasion 

What are the advantages of joining alliances?  

· Collective security, protect weak nations

What are the disadvantages of joining an alliance? 

· Dragged into a conflict, one small conflict between 2 countries can esculate into a large conflict

· Men are dressed in suits and ties w/ hats.  The woman in the center has a white dress & a hat with a bow.  Man in the center has a uniform with a feathered hat. 

Why are some people saluting?  
· Inspector-general of the armies
Who might the couple in large hats be?  
· Archduke Francis Ferdinand of Austria-Hungary and his wife Duchess Sophie
How do they seem to be feeling?

· Happy b/c they are both smiling.  It was their 14th wedding anniversary and the Archduke had planned a grand parade in the new annexed region of Bosnia.

Do they look like popular leaders?  

· No one is clapping or cheering.  Everyone is standing around in the picture.  

Who might not support them? Why?

· Serbian nationalistic society known as the black hand didn’t like them b/c they wanted their own country.

Transparency 4.1C: Alliances and Fronts of the war
What do you see here?

Who are the Allied powers?  

· United Kingdom, Ireland, France, Portugal, Italy, Russia, Romania, Serbia, Greece, Finland 

Who are the central powers?  

· Germany, Austria-Hungary, Ottoman Empire, Bulgaria

Where are the western, eastern, and Italian and Balkan fronts of the war?

Which alliance seems to be winning?  

· Allied powers have more members and they have surrounded the central powers

Transparency 4.1D: New Weapons used in the war

What do you see here?

Why might the soldiers be wearing gas masks? 

· Protection from poison gas

How are machine guns different from older guns?

· Guns from the 18th & 19th century were single fire, short range, slow loading rifles.  British Vickers machine gun could hold 250 rounds of ammunition in its magazine, shoot 8 rounds per second, and send bullets a distance of 2,900 yards.
How might machine guns affect military strategy?
· Older tactics of “mass” style of fighting in which armies attempted to outmaneuver their opponents through sheer size and force.

Transparency 4.1E:  The reality of Soldiers’ lives

What do you see here?

How would you describe the soldier’s face?  

· Wearily, glum 

How old might he be?  

· 17 or 18 years old

How might he be feeling?  

· Tired, sad, frustrated, scared, 
What might he be thinking about?

· Home, family, friends, death, 
Do you think this picture was taken in the beginning or the middle of the war? Why?

· Middle of the war before US sent over troops to help the allies. 
Transparency 4.1F:  Trench Warfare
What do you see here?  

What are the soldiers in this trench doing?

· One is keeping watch while the others are sleeping

Why might they be sleeping in the daytime?

· artillery bombardment all night or an offense at night 

Why do you think soldiers are fighting in trenches?

· The tactic of charges of mass soldiers failed, so on both sides of the battlefields, soldiers dug into the ground to escape the constant rain of bullets and shells.   
What might soldiers in the trenches fear?

· Artillery bombardments, offensive over no man’s land,  snipers, planes dropping bombs,  trench foot, rats

Transparency 4.1G:  Effects of the War on the Home Front

What do you see here?

What are the women doing? 
· Working in war plants producing ammunition and weapon parts

Why are women needed to work in factories? 
· Most men were mobilized for the war, so women’s employment shifted from the service sector to the civil and industrial sectors.

What new skills might women learn working in industries during the war? 
· Work with munitions and chemicals, train conductors, secretaries, bus drivers, bank tellers, fire fighters, and construction workers
How might this affect the traditional role of women?

· Began to wear pants more, financial autonomy and greater mobility, refused to return to domestic work, could move out of parents homes and live on their own b/c of new factory job, won the right to vote after the war

Transparency 4.1H: Tragedies of the war: the home front

What do you see here?

Where might these people be?

· At her house in Belgian

How might they be feeling?

· Overwhelmed & depressed 

What might have happened to this family’s home? Burned during the war

What might have happened to this woman’s husband? Killed in battle
How is she trying to survive? Begging for handouts

What do you see here?

Who might these people be?

· German officials on one side of the table, in the center is Georges Clemenceau, David Lloyd George sits on the right, Woodrow Wilson on the left holds a copy of the treaty

Why might they be meeting at the Palace of Versailles in France?

· Negotiating terms of peace to end the war

What do you think they are signing?

· Peace treaty 

What terms might the French and British leaders demand from the Central Powers before signing?

· War reparations, limit Germany’s army & navy size, relinquish all its overseas colonies
